There will be an 
opportunity to meet this year’s teachers as well as discuss certain aspects of our program with Father Victor 
and the coordinators.  There will also be an opportunity to register for the program if a family has not 
already done so. 
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The important role of the Domestic Church (the family) in Catholic formation cannot be overstated. It 
has been emphasized in John Paul II’s Catechesis in Our Time and the Vatican©s General Directory 
for Catechesis. You are the context for the content of your child©s faith. The greatest gift you can give 
is to bring them every week to Sunday Mass.  Beyond the important role you already play, much can 
be done at home to enhance our efforts. Review homework, help with memorization, and take time to 
ask questions about the lessons covered each week. Together, we can accomplish great things. We 

will call meetings for parents of children/youth for: First Penance (Confession), First Communion and Confirmation 
to help prepare for these Sacraments. 
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Grades 1-3 children are to remain in the convent until collected by an adult, and may not leave the 
premises without permission. The parking lot can be very dangerous; please exercise caution.  
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While we understand that children are naturally lively and energetic, a certain level of respect and 
courtesy is expected in the religious classroom environment.  If there are constant disruptions from 
one or more students in a class, it seriously impedes the ability of the other students to focus and 
learn.  If a student’s behaviour presents ongoing difficulties, a parent will be contacted to discuss 
the situation.
