St. Joseph CCW

Bylaws

Article 1

Name

Section 1.

This organization shall be known as St. Joseph Council of Catholic Women (St. Joseph CCW).

Section 2.

The principal mailing address of the St. Joseph Council of Catholic Women will be % St. Joseph Catholic Church P.O. Box 387 Norris TN 37828.

Section 3.

This organization shall be one of the units of the Cumberland Mountain Deanery, the Knoxville Diocesan Council of Catholic Women and the National Council of Catholic Women.

Article II

Objectives

The objectives and purposes of St. Joseph’s CCW shall be the following:

Section 1.

To unite the Catholic organizations and individual Catholic women of the parish, to develop their spiritual growth and leadership potential and to motivate and assist them to act upon current issues in the Church and Society.

Section 2.

To establish relations with other civic and social agencies and interfaith groups in the endeavor to create interest I, and to aid in the solution of present day religious, civic and educational problems.

Section 3.

To assist the parish of St. Joseph in a variety of ways.

Article III

Membership

All women of the parish who subscribe to the objectives of St. Joseph’s CCW are members.

Article IV

Governing Bodies

Section 1.  Board of Directors

a) The government of this CCW shall be vested in a Board of Directors consisting of present Officers, the immediate past President, and all Commission chairs appointed by the President.  They shall have voice and vote.

b) The Pastor of the Parish shall be moderator of the CCW.

c) The Board of Directors shall have jurisdiction over all matters relating to the management of all the affairs of the CCW except as may be limited by this By-Laws and subject always to the concurrence of the Moderator.  In emergencies, the Executive Committee has power to act.

Section 2.  Executive Committee.

a) The Executive Committee shall consist of the officers and the immediate pas President.

b) All powers and duties of the Board of Directors shall be discharged in the interim between meetings of the Board by the Executive Committee unless otherwise delegated in these By-Laws.

Section 3.  Actions

a) All actions taken by the Executive Committee shall be reported to the Board of Directors as soon as possible, but no later then thirty (30) days.

b) No actions taken by the Executive Committee shall conflict with any actions taken by the Board of Directors.  All actions shall be in compliance with the By-Laws.

Article V

Meetings

Section 1.

St. Joseph’s CCW shall hold regular meetings at least four times a year at a time, date and place to be determined bye the Board of Directors or Executive Committee for the purpose of transaction any business as shall be brought before it.
Section 2.

The Board shall meet at the call of the President and at a time, date and place specified by her but prior to all general CCW meetings.  Meetings shall also be held upon the written request of three members of the Board of Directors.
Section 3.

The Executive Committee shall meet at the call of the President or at the request of two of its members.

Section 4.

The St. Joseph’s CCW may hold meetings upon the call of a quorum of the Board of Directors.

Section 5.

Notice of a proposed meeting of the CCW, Board or Executive Committee including time, place and date shall be published to all concerned by the President or the Secretary as follows:

· CCW Meeting 30 days with agenda.

· Board meeting 30 days with agenda.

· Called Board Meeting/Executive Committee Meeting 7 days with or without agenda.

Section 6.

Letters, Emails, Church Bulletins and/or church web site shall be sent to all members of the Board of Directors as designated in Section 5.

Section 7.

The Fiscal year shall be July 1 through June 30 the following year.

Section 8.

An orientation meeting of newly elected officers and Board members shall be called following the spring general meeting and prior to the close of the fiscal year.

Article VI

Nominating Committee

Nominations and Elections

Section 1.  Nominating Committee

At the fall general meeting of the second year of each administration a nominating committee shall be elected from the Board of Directors by the Directors.

Section 2.  Nominations

a) At the spring board meeting, the nominating committee shall, subject to approval of the moderator, present for election at least one name for each vacancy (President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer).  Additional nominations may be made from the floor at the meeting.
b) Nominees shall be women who are in practicing Catholics and who have consented to serve in the office for which nominated.

c) Members of the nominating committee may not be candidates for office while serving on the committee.

d) In the event the nominating committee has exhausted efforts to obtain a new name to present for each office of the slate, the name of the current office holder may be submitted for election consideration.  Nominations for the position will be taken from the floor.  A ballot vote will decide the election.

Section 3.  Elections

a) All the officers shall be elected at the Spring Board Meeting of the even numbered years.

The term of elected officers shall be for two years.

b) Election of officers shall be by ballot at the Spring Board Meeting unless there is only one candidate for an office, when by unanimous vote the ballot for that office shall be dispensed with.  If inclement weather prevents the presence of a quorum at the meeting, a written ballot shall be taken by mail or email.

c) The installation of officer shall take place at the Spring General Meeting where they are elected.

Article VII

Voting

Section 1.
Voting is limited to all members present at CCW meetings.

Section 2.  
The quorum for meetings shall be as follows:

	CCW General Meetings
	All members present.

	CCW Board Meetings
	Seven members, two of whom shall be Officers.

	Executive Committee Meetings
	Four Members


Article VIII

Term of Office

The term of office for officers shall be from the meeting preceding the beginning of the fiscal year after their installation until the meeting before the close of the fiscal year two years hence.
Article IX.

Duties of Officers

Section 1.  President

The president shall preside at all meetings of the CCW, at all meetings of the Board of Directors, and shall be, ex-officio, a member of all committees of the CCW except the nominating committee.  She shall perform such other duties as devolve upon her office.  The President shall appoint Commission Chairman and chairman of Special Committees.  The President or her representative shall be the official representative of the CCW at the meeting of the Parish Council meetings and at the Cumberland Mountain Deanery CCW.

Section 2.  Vice President

The Vice President shall assume all duties of the President in her absence and serve in any capacity that she and the President agree on.  If available, the Vice President can serve as the next President.

Section 3.  Secretary

a) The Secretary shall keep the minutes of all meetings of the CCW-General, Board of Directors and Executive.  She shall have charge of all papers pertaining to her office.  She shall also furnish a report of the action taken by the Executive Board and the Board of Directors to the members at general meetings.

b) She shall maintain a copy of the current By-Laws.

Section 4. Treasurer

The treasurer as custodian shall receive all monies earned bye the CCW.  She shall pay all bills which have been approved bye the Executive Committee and signed by the President.  She will give an itemized report of receipts and disbursements at all business meetings.  All books of the Treasurer shall be audited at the end of 
the term of office by an auditor appointed by the Executive Committee at the spring board meeting and a written report shall be rendered to the outgoing executive committee 45 days after the term of office has expired.

Section 5.  Officers and Chairman

a) Each officer and commission chairman upon or within forth-five (45) days after the expiration of her term of office, shall turn over to her successor all books, papers other properties of her office.

b) The President and Commission Chairman shall render a written report of theirs years work at the Spring General Meeting.

Section 6.  Vacancies

a) In case of resignation or death of the President, the Vice President automatically becomes President.  If the Vice President is unable or unwilling to perform the duties of the President, she must resign.

b) All other vacancies and vacancies occurring from the above will be filled by the Board of Directors.

Section 7.  Public Statements

All public statements issued by an officer while serving as representative of the CCW shall be consistent with St. Joseph’s CCW objectives and policies.

Article X

Commissions/Committees

Section 1.

The President shall appoint Commission Chairmen as follows:
· Church Concerns

· Family Concerns

· Community Concerns

· International Concerns

· Organizational Concerns
Section 2.

The President shall also create or discontinue such special committees as are necessary for the work of the CCW.

Section 3.

Commission Chairman shall be appointed for a two-year term.  Commission Chairman may appoint Vice-Chairman to assist in carrying out the function of the commission.

Article XI

Dues and Contributions

Section 1.

No local dues will be assessed individual members.

Section 2.

The CCW shall be privileged to solicit and accept contributions from interesting persons wishing to assist the CCW.  They shall have neither voice nor vote in the deliberations of the CCW.
Article XII

Political 
Activities

No monies shall be given in the name of the CCW to support the activities of a political candidate.

Article XIII

Amendments

The By-Laws may be amended at a meeting of the Board of Directors by two-thirds (2/3) vote, provided there shall have been appended to the call for the Board Meeting a copy of the proposed amendment or amendments.

Article XIV

Indemnification

a) Indemnification for meetings and events held on church properties will be covered by St. Joseph’s Church insurance to the extent as stated in policies.

b) Meeting and events held at other facilities must be covered by facility’s own personal insurance.

Article XV

Dissolution

In the event of dissolution, the residual assets of St. Joseph CCW will revert to St. Joseph Catholic Church which is an exempt organization described in Section 501 © (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954.
Article XVI

Parliamentary Authority

The rules contained in ROBERLS RULES OF ORDER NEWLY REVISED shall govern this CCW in all cases in which they are applicable and are consistent with these By-Laws.
