 The Most Rev. Earl Boyea said Wednesday he is  
joyful, grateful and somewhat  anxious to 
follow in Bishop Carl Mengeling’s foot-
steps as the new Bishop of the Diocese of   
Lansing. He will be installed April 29. 
 Boyea will be the fifth Bishop for 
the Diocese and most recently served as 
Auxilliary Bishop for the Archdiocese of 
Detroit. 
 “This request of mine is thus  
offered to all of you, my brothers and sis-
ters in Christ… to help me do my task 
well: ‘lead good lives’ and let us pray for one another so that my 
time as your bishop will be fruitful both for me and for you,” 
Boyea said in a statement posted on the Diocesan website. “Let 
us pray especially that together we may all reach heaven. May 
our loving God grant us such a blessing.”

 In addition to “fasting and giving-up," some families 
simplify and modify their meals.  For example, Friday evening 
dinners may consist of simply soup (tomato, cream of mush-
room…) and grilled cheese sandwiches. 
 Other families give up desserts and all sweets.  “How 
much then we all look forward to the Saturday evening meal, 
when this Lenten fast is broken, with a genuine dessert and even 
candy for Sunday!"  These are helpful signs of the times for 
your children, and us! 
  Remember the Stations of the Cross, Friday eve-
nings at Christ the King, beginning at 6:30 p.m. There will be no 
Stations March 14 due to the Parish Mission. 
  Scriptures The Church offers us a rich selec-
tion of daily readings throughout Lent. Our Sunday mis-
sals can give us a start in identifying some of the read-
ings for the season.  How about reading the Sunday Lit-
urgy Scriptures during the week prior to the Liturgy as 
part of your family prayer time.  This will help you and 
your children better enter into Sunday’s Liturgy. 
 There is a Spanish proverb that goes something 
like this: He who feeds on crumbs is always hungry.  
The Church offers us a banquet of opportunity this 
Lenten season to grow closer to Jesus.  See you at the 
table!
