The Order’s Board of Directors has taken action, thot@hssure that a Knight’s widow maintains the
right to purchase additional insurance for a limited tiri&is can be of great benefit and comfort to
those we leave behind.

This “right to apply” is available only to the widows asured members. If a member has not availed
himself of our highly rated life insurance program, or puseldean annuity or long-term care policy,
this benefit is not available to his widow.

But if the member was an insured member, his widow hasghieto apply for additional insurance on
her life and on the life of the member’s minor childrdrhis right must be exercised within one year
following the Order’s receipt of proof of the insured’s tthea

The court said the reéguilanay “infringe upon the interests outlined in suclesasich
as .... Roe V. Wade.

In 1980, a New York court cited Roe in a “right to die” casguing that the” claim to personhood” of a terminally il
comatose patient”is no greater than that of the fetus”

In 1983, a Michigan judge cited Roe in dismissing crminal chaagamst Jack Kevorkian and declaring the the State
against assisted suicide was unconstitutional.

While some of these cases were later modified orsede they all underscore how Roe v. Wade has beertasegue
that ideas of privacy and liberty can trump life itsedfter as well as before birth.
