Arrive a least 15 minutes before the Liturgy begins.

Sign in on the schedule posted in the sacristy.
Make sure that the other lector has arrived and consider offering a brief prayer together to ready
yourselves.

1 Findyour reading in the Lectionary.
2. Inthe case of areading with both long and short form options (denoted by bracketed text
in the missaette), please check with the priest to determine which form to use.
3. Lector #1 should locate and review the General Intercessons.
P ace the Lectionary on the Ambo, opened to the First Reading.
Place the Generd Intercessions on the Ambo.
Adjust the microphone; make sureit ison.
No stand is needed for the Book of Gospd Readings on the dtar.

The Entrance Procession (Lector #1)
1 Isdoneby the Deacon if participating.
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Processin behind the Altar Servers, waiting until the Altar Servers are halfway down the
alde before beginning.

Carry the Book of Gospel Readings in an elevated position at eye level—but not over
the head—with the front of the book facing the Altar.

Do NQOT carry anything else with you (thisincludes the Prayers of the Generd
Intercession).

Position yoursdlf directly in front of the Altar at the bottom step.

Bow dightly with the head (keeping the book elevated at eyeleve).

Approach the Altar and circle around on right side (counterclockwise). Place the Book
on the far sde of the dtar with the front of the book facing the congregation.

Exit the Altar on the choir Sde and return to your placein the congregation. Pleasetry to
gt near theidein apew with close proximity to the ambo.
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Approach the foot of the Altar, stopping at the bottom step, and bow.

Proceed to the Ambo between the Altar and the Ambo.

Proclaim the First Reading. Try to memorize thefirst line or so of the reading and then
look out at the congregation as you proclaim.

Look out at the congregation as you conclude the reading: "The Word of the Lord".
Step back from the Ambo and pause for reflection (about 5 seconds).

. If leading the Responsorid Psalm (usualy only on weekdays or specid Masses)

a Remain at the Ambo.

b. Pause after thereading.

c. LeadtheResponsorid Psam.

d. Thereisno need to strike the “ Statue of Liberty” pose to prompt the congregation
to respond.

7. Returnto placein the congregation by way of the sde steps of the Altar (choir sde).
Second Reading (Lector #2)
1. Approach thefoot of the Altar, stopping at the bottom step, and bow.
2. Proceed to the Ambo between the Altar and the Ambo.
3. Proclaim the Second Reading. Try to memorize thefirst line or so of the reading and then
look out at the congregation as you proclaim.
4. Look out a the congregation as you conclude the reading: “The Word of the Lord".
5. Closethe Lectionary and place it on the shelf under the Ambo.
6. Step back from the Ambo and pause for reflection (about 5 seconds).
7. Returnto placein the congregation by way of the sde steps of the Altar (choir sde).
Prayers of the Faithful / General Intercessions (Lector#1)
1 Ledby the Deaconif present.
2. Near the end of the Nicene Creed (near “...We believe in the Holy Spirit...”), approach
thefoot of the Altar and bow.
3. Proceed to the Ambo between the Altar and the Ambo.
4. After the priest hasfinished the introductory prayer, lead the Genera Intercessons.
5. Step back, turn toward the priest, and remain at the Ambo until the priest finishes the
prayer.
6. Returnto placein the congregation by way of the sde steps of the Altar (choir sde).
The Exit Procession — neither lector participates.

. Exit with the Congregation and greet your fellow parishioners.
